[bookmark: meeting_minutes]Meeting Minutes
The San Diego & Imperial County APIC Chapter meeting was held on May 13, 2026. The meeting opened with welcome remarks, acknowledgement of in-person and virtual attendees, reminders regarding attendance scanning for credit, and sponsor recognition for Stryker Sage. Prior meeting minutes were confirmed as previously circulated and approved, with a formal motion made and seconded during the meeting.
Leadership and attendee introductions were conducted, including recognition of new attendees and returning members. The chapter also recognized newly certified or recertified members, including Anne Beverly Oblima and Artis Rivera. Chapter leaders reviewed old business and then moved into new business, including recent communication challenges related to Andes virus concerns associated with travel-related exposures.
Educational planning updates were provided. The chapter reported there would be no June meeting due to National APIC, and August chapter participation would be coordinated around the CACC meeting rather than a regular chapter session. A joint educational program with CACC is being planned for July. Additional educational opportunities discussed included an August-sponsored dinner program, a future presentation on TEE probe reprocessing options such as TD-100, and development of a session informally described as the “Top 10 NHSN HAIs” to explore difficult attribution scenarios and limitations in surveillance definitions.
The Foundations program was discussed, with plans for a virtual format delivered across four consecutive Fridays. Members were informed that CACC is seeking a Foundations chair to coordinate faculty, slide review, and content alignment. Membership updates estimated chapter membership at approximately 130 members, and concerns were raised that some members may not be receiving chapter or national emails correctly due to distribution list issues.
The awards and nominating report noted that seven eligible applications were received for a National APIC-related chapter award. Using ranked-choice voting, Alexandra Massey was selected and had already been notified. The remaining eligible applicants were rolled into consideration for standard chapter awards, with 12 total eligible applicants under review for three $500 awards.
The social committee announced that the summer social is scheduled for Friday, July 17 at 12:00 PM, with the location still to be determined based on vendor support. Treasurer updates reported growth in chapter funds, including receipt of national APIC chapter dues, bringing the current checking balance to $1,524.46, while access issues with Chase mutual fund information remain unresolved.
The legislative report highlighted an APIC and Nozin congressional briefing scheduled for May 14 to educate U.S. representatives on infection prevention and control. Members were encouraged to sign up for the APIC Action Center and communicate with legislators. Additional committee discussion covered ambulatory care, state HAI staffing changes, liaison work with IDAC, long-term care issues, and ongoing coordination through the Germ Commission.
County public health updates included promotion of the May 27 HAI collaborative meeting featuring a presentation on waterborne pathogens and water management in skilled nursing facilities. Revised reporting requirements for varicella were reviewed, noting that only hospitalized, fatal, or outbreak-associated primary varicella cases remain reportable, while shingles is not reportable. Members were also informed that a measles preparedness checklist and related CDC-based resources would soon be distributed.
A detailed public health update was provided regarding Andes virus-associated hantavirus exposures linked to a cruise ship cluster. At the time of the report, eight total cases and three deaths had been identified, with no known San Diego residents among the monitored California contacts. The county emphasized continued travel screening, awareness of hantavirus epidemiology, and immediate reporting of suspected cases.
The educational program featured Jacqueline Steiner, Manager of Infection Prevention at Boston Medical Center, who presented on the relationship between incontinence, incontinence-associated dermatitis, and healthcare-associated infection risk. The session emphasized upstream systems-based prevention approaches and concluded with an interactive audience activity. The meeting adjourned at approximately 4:05 PM.
